Belief: The next step to having real Faith is to receive the facts as truth within your soul. This means that you place the truths about Jesus in your heart and are confident in the reality of them. You believe that Jesus is who He says He is, and that what you read about Him actually happen. Simply put, you value them. The knowledge about Jesus are now not just some information but they are important to you and they have meaning for your life.                                                                                                                                                                                        Trust: To complete your faith and really possess it, you must now use it and trust in it. You take the truths you believe are facts and now live by them and let them uphold you. The difference between baby Christians and mature Christians are the track records they have in God’s promises. Mature Christians have trusted and experienced that God does what He said He would do.
